2009 
Barack Obama elected 
president, he extends an 
“open fist” to Iran hoping for 
agreement to be reached 
through bi-lateral 
negotiations 

Coalition formed of Britain, 
France, Germany, Russia, China, 
and U.S to conduct negotiations 
with Iran hoping to allow more 
inspectors into nuclear facilities 
Iran’s nuclear program is appraised 
showing Iran is harboring three 
times as much uranium than first 
projected and has 7,200 centrifuges
